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Abstract

The aim of this paper is to present the late Foucault’s attempt to establish a possibility of tran-
scending the framework of biopower by turning to the question of the ethical self-constitution of
the subject, that is, to the kind of relationship the latter is called upon to have with herself in order
to be shaped as a singular agent of her actions. It will therefore present the various historical
modifications of the ‘voluntary’ practices of self-constitution, i.e., Foucault's genealogy of ‘sub-
jectivization techniques’, as a response to the problems that haunt, according to critics, his early
constructivism —his inability mainly to substantiate the ‘practices of resistance’. The paper will ar-
gue, however, that despite his attempt to introduce an intrusive into the web of power subjectivity,
Foucault still accentuates the language of discipline over individual possibility.
